Filter Reset

When the filter needs to be replaced, the reset filter light is on and blinking, the color of the indicator light is red, and

the wind speed limit is limited to “2”, please replace the filter. After the filter is replaced, the user only needs to press the
Filter Reset button for 4 seconds, and the reset filter indicator turns off. Reset the filter while the product resumes normal
operation and recalculates the filter timer. If the reset filter indicator does not light and needs to be changed in advance,
after the replacement, press and hold “On / Off” + “Reset Filter” for more than 4 seconds to reset the filter timer.

Child Lock

Press “Filter Reset” and “Sleep” button for more than 3 seconds, there is a beep and the display shows “L” for 3 sec-
onds.Child Lock function is activated. There will be no response when you press any button.
Press “Filter Reset” and “Sleep” button at the same time again to unlock this function.
