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VACUUM CLEANER




When using an electrical appliance, basic precautions should always be followed, including
the following:

Do not leave vacuum cleaner when plugged in. Unplug it when no use and before
servicing.

To reduce the risk of electric shock, do not use outdoors or on wet surfaces
Children should be supervised to ensure that they do not play with the appliance.
Use only as described in this manual.

Do not use with damaged cord or plug. If vacuum cleaner is not working as it should,
has been dropped, damaged, left outdoors, or dropped into water, go to the service
center.

Do not pull or carry on cord, use cord as a handle, close door on cord, or pull cord
around sharp edges or corners. Do not run vacuum cleaner over cord. Keep cord away
from heated surfaces.

Do not unplug by pulling on cord. To unplug, grasp the plug, not the cord.
Do not handle plug or vacuum cleaner with wet hands.

Do not put any object into openings. Do not use with any opening blocked. Keep free
of dust, lint, hair and anything that may reduce airflow.

. Keep hair, loose clothing, fingers and all parts of body away from openings and moving

parts.

. Turn all controls off before unplugging.
. Use extra care when cleaning on stairs.

. Do not use to pick up flammable or combustible liquids, such as gasoline, or use in

areas where they may be present.
Hold plug when rewinding onto cord reel. Do not allow plug to whip when rewinding.
Unplug before connecting the hose.

Do not pick up anything that is burning or smoking, such as cigarettes, matches, or
hot ashes.

Do not use without dust bag and/or filter in place.

If the supply cord is damaged, it must be replaced by the manufacturer or its service
agent or a similarly qualified person in order to avoid a hazard.

If the air inlets like floor brush or the extension tube are blocked, turn off the
vacuum cleaner. Then clear the blocked substances before restart the vacuum

cleaner.

Do not handle the mains plug or vacuum cleaner with
wet hands.

Before start using the vacuum cleaner, remove large or
sharp objects from the floor so as not to damage the
filter or dustbag.

Do not pull the power cord to remove the plug from
the electrical outlet. Hold tight the plug to remove it.

1 HOSE CONNECTION

¢ Hose connection: insert the hose firmly into the
hose inlet. When the hose is properly inserted,
you can hear a click.

¢ Hose disconnection: press the hose release button
at the end of the hose and pull the hose out of
the cleaner.

2 FLOOR BRUSH CONNECTION

e |deal brush for daily cleaning of floors and carpet.
Connect the floor brush to the extension tube.

3 CLEANING TOOL

¢ Dusting Brush
For cleaning carved furniture, venetian blinds,
lighting fixtures and hard to reach places like
shelves.

¢ Crevice Tool
For removing dusts on ventilators and crevices.
You can also clean the narrow spaces, corners
and along the edges inside dresser drawers.

* Furniture Tool
For cleaning the upholstered furniture like sofa,
cushions, mattresses and carpeted stairs.

¢ Parquet Brush
Specially designed to clean hard floor surfaces,
the soft hair bristles brush over the surface picking
up the dust but without damaging the floor.

4 TUBE CONNECTION

¢ Hold the extension tube and the hand grip, then ﬂ
connect them each other as arrow directions. -

5 CORD REWIND

¢ Rewind the power cord by pressing the cord
rewind button.

o Be careful not to get damage by power cord
rewinding. The speed may be enough to cause
damage.

6 ON/OFF SWITCH

e Press the on/ off switch

A Always disconnect the power cord from electrical outlet before you clean /

DUST CONTAINER

Cleaner will not operate efficiently if the dust
container is full of dirt.

Lift the dust container out of the vacuum cleaner.
Hold the container over a dustbin, and open the

cover of the container. Empty the dust container
into a dustbin.

HEPA FILTER IN THE DUST CONTAINER

HEPA filter should be cleaned at least twice a year.

Do not operate the cleaner when the filter is not
installed.

Do not use washing machine to rinse the filter. Do
not use hair dryer to dry the filter

Lift the dust container out of the vacuum cleaner.
Pull the latch of the HEPA dust container filter to
open it. Rinse the HEPA filter in lukewarm water
and dry it completely. Install the filter into the dust
container properly.

Recommend to replace the filter for every two
years.

3 MICRO OUTLET FILTER

e Clean the mirco oulet filter every time when you
replace the dust bag.

¢ Do not operate the cleaner when the filter is not
installed.

e Open the case over and pull out the mircro oulet
filter. Shake the filter over a dust bin to clean it.
Install the filter into the cleaner properly and close
the case cover.
