not damaged. Empty the oven and clean the 
interior with a soft, damp cloth.

After connecting

The earthing of this appliance� is compul-
sory.� The manufacturer will accept no 

responsibility for injury to persons, ani-
mals or damage to objects arising from 
the non-observance of this requirement.

The manufacturers are not liable for any 
problems caused by the user’s failure to ob-
serve these instructions.

Do not operate this appliance� if it has a 
damaged mains cord or plug, if it is 

not working properly, or if it has been 
damaged or dropped. Do not immerse 
the mains cord or plug in water. Keep the 
cord away from hot surfaces. Electrical 
shock, fire or other hazards may result.

Do not remove the microwave inlet protec-
tion plates� located on 

the side of the oven cavi-
ty wall. They prevent grease 
& food particles from en-
tering the microwave inlet 
channels.

Check that the voltage�� on the rating 
plate corresponds to the voltage in 

your home.

The oven can be operated only� if the oven door 
is firmly closed.

Poor television reception 
and radio interference 

may result if the oven is lo-
cated close to a TV, radio or 
aerial.

Place the oven on a stable, even 
surface that is strong enough 

to hold the oven and the 
food utensils you put in it. 
Use care when handling.

Position the oven at a distance from other 
heating sources. For sufficient ventilation 

there must be a space of at least 30 cm above 
the oven. Ensure that the space underneath, 
above and around the oven is empty to allow 
for proper airflow. The microwave oven shall 
not be placed in a cabinet.  This oven is not in-
tended to be placed or used on a working sur-
face lower than 850 mm above the floor.

Do not use your microwave� 
oven for heating any-

thing in airtight sealed 
containers. The pressure 
increases and may cause 
damage when opening or may explode.

EGGS

Do not use your microwave� oven for cooking or re-
heating whole eggs with or without 

shell since they may explode even after 
microwave heating has ended.

The door seals and the door seal areas� 
must be regularly inspected for dam-

age. If these areas are damaged the appli-
ance should not be operated until it has 
been repaired by a trained service techni-
cian.

Do not use� corrosive chemicals or va-
pors in this appliance. This type of 

oven is specifically designed to heat or 
cook food. It is not designed for industri-
al or laboratory use.

Do not hang or place �heavy items on

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GENERAL

Do not use your microwave� oven for deep-fry-
ing, because the oil temperature

LIQUIDS

E.g. beverages or water.�  Overheating the liq-
uid beyond boiling point 

can occur without evidence of 
bubbling. This could result in 
a sudden boil over of the hot 
liquid.

1. Avoid using straight-sided containers with 
narrow necks.

Ensure the Lid and the Teat is removed be-
fore heating!

PRECAUTIONS

Use hot pads or oven mitts� to prevent 
burns, when touching containers, 

oven parts, and pan after cooking. Ac-
cessible parts may become hot dur-
ing use, young children should be kept 
away.

Do not use the cavity� for any storage pur-
poses.

The ventilation openings on the oven must not 
be covered. Blocking the air intake or exhaust 

vents may cause damage to the oven and poor 
cooking results.

Do not use this product near a kitchen sink, 
in a wet basement, or near a swimming

If accessories containing metal� comes in contact 
with the oven interior, while the oven is in op-
eration, sparking can occur and the oven could 
be damaged.

When you put food and accessories� in the micro-
wave oven, ensure that they do not come in 
contact with the interior of the oven.

Always ensure� that the turntable is able to turn 
freely before starting the oven.  If the turntable 
isn’t able to turn freely you should use a small-
er vessel or the TurnTable stop function (see 
Large vessels).

There are� a number of accessories available on 
the market. Before you buy, ensure they are 
suitable for microwave use.

CRISP-PLATE
Place the food directly on the Crisp-plate.�  
Always use the Glass turn-
table as support when us-
ing the Crisp-plate.
Do not place any utensils� on 
the Crisp-plate since it will quickly 
become very hot and is likely to cause 
damage to the utensil.
The Crisp-plate� may be preheated before use 
(max. 3 min.). 

Wire rack
Use the high wire rack� when cook-
ing with grill.
Use the low wire rack� when cook-
ing with forced air or combi fan.

Steam Accessory
Use the accessory with the strain-
er� in place for such foods as fish, 
vegetables and potatoes.
Always place� the accessory on 
the Glass Turntable.

TURNTABLE SUPPORT
Use the turntable support� under the 
Glass turntable. Never put any oth-
er utensils on the turntable sup-
port.ɳɳ Fit the turntable support in the oven.

GLASS TURNTABLE
Use the Glass turntable� with all cooking meth-
ods. It collects the dripping 
juices and food particles that 
otherwise would stain and soil 
the interior of the oven.ɳɳ Place the Glass turntable on the turntable 

support.

Large vessels
Use the Turntable stop� button when cook-
ing with vessels that is so large that 
they can not turn freely in the oven. 
This function can only be used when 
cooking with microwaves only and 
Combi functions. The button will not work 
with other functions.

CRISP HANDLE
Use the supplied special Crisp 
handle� to remove the hot Crisp 
plate from the oven.
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The oven should be cleaned regularly and 
any food deposits removed.

Steam accessory

MAINTENANCE & CLEANING

Cleaning is the only maintenance� normally re-
quired. It must be carried out with the micro-
wave oven disconnected.
Failure to maintain the oven� in a clean condition 
could lead to deterioration of the surface that 
could adversely affect the life of the appliance 
and possibly result in a hazardous situation.

Do not use metal scouring pads, 
abrasive cleansers,� steel-
wool pads, gritty wash-
cloths, etc. which can 
damage the control pan-
el, and the interior and exterior oven sur-
faces. Use a cloth with a mild detergent 
or a paper towel with spray glass cleaner. 
Apply spray glass cleaner to a paper towel.
Do not spray� directly on the oven.

At regular intervals,� especially 
if spill overs have occurred, re-
move the turntable, the turnta-
ble support and wipe the base of 
the oven clean.
This oven is designed �to operate with the turnta-
ble in place.

Do not� operate the microwave oven 
when the turntable has been removed 
for cleaning.

Use a soft and damp cloth with mild detergent 
to clean the interior surfaces, front and rear of 
the door and the door opening.

Do not allow grease� or food particles to 
build up around the door.

For stubborn stains,� boil a cup of water in the 
oven for 2 or 3 minutes. Steam will soften the 
marks.
Adding some lemon juice� to a cup of water, plac-
ing this on the turntable and boiling for a few 
minutes can eliminate odors inside the oven.

If the Grill is not used regularly, it should be 
run for 10 minutes a month to burn off any 
splashes, in order to reduce the risk of fire.

CAREFUL CLEANING:
The Crisp-plate� should be cleaned in mild, de-
tergent water. Heavily soiled areas can be 
cleaned with a scouring cloth 
and a mild cleanser.

During the sensing phase weight icon blinks and progress bar shows the 
weight calculation process (see sample below, from 6th Defrost function).

WEIGHT SENSING CALIBRATION 
Weight sensor technology requires a Calibration process before first use. Suggest user to make 
the calibration once a year.
